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     The first day of attending school is a matter of happiness or depression for most students. However, furious teachers and excessive home works are not the only things that await the students. Another obstruction that awaits students every morning is Traffic, and it is considered as a nightmare for both parents and students. Waiting in line may last to several hours, and students probably sit back and measure the consequences that they will soon be facing at school.
     At school, students' most likely end up in break or after school detentions because of tardiness resulted from the traffic. Coaxing principals and teachers is not enough to get rid of students' detentions. Students certify that the cause of their tardiness is traffic, but this seems to be a useless confirmation.
