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     Few months ago a big fire erupted in the local market in Essa Town destroying many shops that were known for selling goods at fairly low prices. This traditional market was also very popular among majority of the Bahraini people. There were no faces of rapture but faces of depression. 
     On the following day, investigation authorities ransacked the remnants searching for clues which can lead them to verify possible causes of the fire. From evidence obtained, it has been concluded that it was due to lack of inadequate safety precautions. A long time ago, high ranking official admonished the concerned people about the need to take necessary steps to improve the situation however these remarks were not taken seriously. 
     As a result of the fire, few angry shop owners transformed their angers into physical assaults. They were also demanding compensation for their losses and number of sentinels on duty to be increased in future.  Hopefully, such incidents will be avoided in the future if fire safety is given priority and taken seriously.
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
